	Materials and Resources (Development)

	Computers connected to the Internet to access Career Cruising.  A San Carlos High Program of Studies booklet and a copy of student's transcript.  A projector and wide screen.  The portfolio activity or this lesson printed for students to follow the required steps.  

	Procedures

	Set the Stage:  Explain to students that they will be creating an Educational Plan which means they will be making decisions of what courses they will be taking from now until they graduate.  If the student is a senior or junior this is perfect time for them to determine if they have accomplished their goals and if they have enough credits to graduate.  
1. Pass out and introduce students the Program of Studies booklet.  Review the available information regarding their academic progress.
2. Turn to page 10 & 11 "Graduation Requirements", carefully review the new requirements and how each graduation year is affected. 
3. Continue reviewing the sections of the booklet.  When you come to page 21 discuss the information on course description which is the same for college courses.  On page 22 the San Carlos High courses are listed.  Give the students time to review all the courses available.  
4. Turn to page 30 and explain what Career & Technical Education is.  

5. Have the students go to the San Carlos High website www.scbraves.org and click on Career & Technical Education.  Show the students how to link into each program and allow them time to review the information.

6. Now is the time to create their education plan in Career Cruising.  Pass out their transcript so they will be able to add the classes they have already completed.                                   

Creating Your High School Education Plan

Part 1: Open your web browser (such as Internet Explorer, Netscape or Firefox) and go to www.careercruising.com. On the Career Cruising homepage, enter:

Once you have logged in you will see the Career Cruising Main page. From here you can access all of the tools and features in the program. To return to this page at any time, click on the purple MAIN button in the menu at the top of the page. 

The Portfolio Tool helps users store and organize information about their career development activities and experiences.

If the student has a portfolio they can log in and wait for everyone else.  

If the student does not remember his/her portfolio login tell them the teacher can look it up.  If the student doesn't have a portfolio, click on the grey CREATE PORTFOLIO button.  Fill out the personal information and select a portfolio username and password to protect your student's privacy, click CREATE PORTFOLIO.

Course Selection

From the Main screen, click on the blue PORTFOLIO button in the top menu bar and login to your personal career portfolio.

Step 1. Click on the blue EDUCATION PLAN button.

Step 2. If you have not saved any careers to your portfolio, this is a good opportunity to explore your career options. If you do not want to save any careers to your portfolio, skip to Step 3. 

Under “Suggested Subject Areas...”, you will see a chart with your saved careers. You can view subject area recommendations for each career by clicking on the VIEW SUGGESTIONS link for that career. 

The subjects listed here are suggested course areas, not actual courses. This is a starting point for thinking about what courses to select. 

Step 3. In consultation with your counselor, parent or teacher select courses that interest you and will help you meet your career goals. Be sure that you have included the prerequisites (i.e., courses you have to pass before you can take a particular course) for all the upper year courses you want to take.

Part 2: Enter Your Courses

On the EDUCATION PLAN page, select Grade 9 from the dropdown menu.

Courses have been pre-entered, however, if there is any missing or incorrect please let the CTE Director know.  Students can add their courses in the Portfolio tool and select the courses you have already taken in Grade 9 from the dropdown menu in the Course Name field.
