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	 Description

	Community Service Project Website - This activity provides the culminating experience in the high school career exploration course. Students will learn how to conduct a community services assessment as they develop a needs and issues list from which to select a community project. The previous lessons on goal setting and decision making, together with brainstorming practice, will be invaluable at this point. Successful planning, implementation, and evaluation of this activity should be organized on their webpage, however, students are encouraged to put their action into practice.  Because interaction with community leaders during these steps can build a positive image for the youth leadership concept.

	Objectives (Design):

· Students will receive feedback both from the instructor and from their classmates regarding their work. (Some may also get feedback from the world at large if they create a feedback form on their site!).  

Students will be expected to present the sites to the class and discuss the pros and cons of the sites chosen as examples with the whole class.  Students need to email their site so the teacher can publish on the school website.
